Worth a look dept...ñThe Cars That Made Americaò, The History Channel, 
three part, 4 İ hour docudrama. Commentary by automobile industry  
insiders, writers, biographers and even NASCAR drivers on the founders of 
the industry, Willie Durant, Henry Ford and Walter Chrysler. The visuals and reinactments are 
painstakenly accurate and well acted. Vincent Curcio, biographer of ñChrysler, The Life and 
Times of an Automotive Genuisò (enthuastically reviewed and endorsed in a past Starting 
Line column) and ñFord, the Man and the Machineò another excellent read is interviewed ex-
tensively throughout the series. Viewed the first and second episodes thus far. The Dodge 
brothers worked for Ford until he pissed them off. They left and started their own car compa-
ny. Chrysler worked at GM (Buick division) until Willie Durant pissed him off. He left and 
bought the Maxwell Car Company. The Dodge brothers died in 1920, Chrysler bought the 
company from their widows making him the third largest car company in America and the 
widows the richest women in America. Next up part three from WW II to ñthe golden age of 
automobiles, 1950 thru 1972ò. Available ñOn Demandò if you have it.
